    As an organization of community service, one of the entities that we have continued to support over the past few years has been “Hope Alliance Food Pantry” serving the areas of Maumelle, Morgan and Marche.  Some of you may not know about the food pantry that is located in the rural Marche area and supported by several area churches, organizations, Kroger and Walmart by either food and clothing donations, financial assistance, or both.


 


    The Pantry is open on Mondays and Fridays from 10-12 for those that are registered showing proof of residency and the need to receive assistance of food, clothing and household items.  During this past year the need has grown for assistance for some people to just subside from day to day.  Right now, the average number of families being served on a monthly basis is 120.  Families are helped on a temporary basis for up to three months.  They are counseled to continue to look for employment or a solution to their status so that they do not have to depend on this assistance.  The staff at the Pantry interviews and evaluates each family application as to the honesty and validity for assistance.





    Our Chapter gave $500 last holiday season and plans to do so again this year.  We have also been collecting food items over the summer, which are delivered on the Friday after our monthly meeting.  During our August meeting the membership voted to continue collecting the food.  The large amounts of peanut butter and food that we delivered in August were graciously appreciated.  Some of the people needing assistance do not have a way to cook or heat up food items. The
